Attention Foreign Exhibitors

Please note that fees are due and payable in Canadian dollars. Due to consistently fluctuating currency
rates, discounted cheques will NOT be accepted. Personal cheques will be accepted; however, they are
to be payable in Canadian funds. If you send a Cheque in US funds, it must be made out for the full
amount of the entry and no exchange will be refunded to the exhibitor. Please DO NOT mark cheques
“Payable in Canadian Funds” or “At Par”. They will not be cleared by the banks. To simplify the
process, we urge that you purchase bank drafts or money orders payable in Canadian funds. Your
understanding and co-operation is appreciated. Thank-you.

Border Crossing
A Rabies Certificate is required to bring a dog into Canada, Government Regulations require a
Certificate prior to entry into Canada.

ERN and PEN Numbers

The cost of obtaining an Event Registration Number (ERN) with the CKC has been increased to $62.40
plus 5% GST Canadian funds. To obtain an ERN, send a copy of the dog’s registration certificate
reflecting current ownership with a written request for an ERN. Include payment in full. Faxed requests
will be accepted. Please ensure that your Visa or MasterCard number is legible and you have included
your expiry date and signature. An ERN must be obtained within 30 days of obtaining awards or
qualifying scores to avoid cancellation. PEN Numbers - The cost of obtaining a Performance Event
Number (PEN) is $62.40 plus 5% GST. The PEN allows a non-registerable dog of CKC recognized
breed to participate in those competitive events appropriate to the breed. A completed PEN application
form must be submitted to CKC whereupon after completing documentation CKC will assign a PEN
number.

Non-member participation fee

a) An annual non-member participation fee for awards and titles will be charged to a Canadian non-
member of CKC. The fee will match the ERN fee.

b) In order to protect the awards/titles earned, the non-member will have a choice either to become a
CKC member or to pay the non-member participation fee. Failure to comply within 30 days of
notification will cause all awards and titles to be cancelled.

¢) These fees apply only to dogs wholly owned by non-CKC members and are not applicable to CKC
members.”




Temporary Competition Numbers

All dogs entered in CKC events that are not CKC registered must have a Temporary Competition Number (TCN) before entering into
the event(s). This includes Baby Puppies in Conformation shows. Please note that Listed Breeds are not eligible for a TCN (effective
July 6, 2021, this includes Baby Puppies). Listed Breeds must have a Miscellaneous Certification Number (MCN) before entering into

an event. The Conformation Show Rules will be updated in this regard.

Non-member participation fee

a) An annual non-member participation fee for awards and titles will be charged to a Canadian non-member of
CKC. The fee will match the ERN fee.

b) In order to protect the awards/titles earned, the non-member will have a choice either to become a CKC
member or to pay the non-member participation fee. Failure to comply within 30 days of notification will cause
all awards and titles to be cancelled

c) These fees apply only to dogs wholly owned by non-CKC members and are not applicable to CKC
members."

EXTRACTS FROM CONFORMATION SHOW RULES & REGULATIONS

4.7.1 A judge officiating at a show held under these rules shall not be subjected to indignities of any kind during
the progress of the show. It shall be the duty, and obligation of the club holding the show to see that this rule is
effectively carried out

19.7 1t shall be the duty and obligation of the show-giving club to see that a judge, club official, volunteer or
any participant at an event held under these rules is not subject to indignities. The Conformation Show
Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this regulation, and the CKC shall have
the authority to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this copy of this regulation
shall be prom inently placed in every premium list and catalogue.

Show Officials 5.1.6

The officials of a show-giving club will be held responsible for the conduct of exhibitors and spectators during
the show. Any person acting in an objectionable manner must be removed from the show on complaint to the
Show Superintendent.

ENTRY FORMS - SECTION 8.2.3
Entry forms received by the CKC that are incomplete and/or contain incorrect information may result in awards
being cancelled.

ENTRY FORMS - SECTION 8.2.5

An error in an age-specified class, the class, date of birth or sex may be amended on the entry form up to one
hour before the start of the show.

ENTRIES - SECTION 8.3.1

Every dog entered in a conformation show must be one of the following:

a. registered with the CKC

b. have an Event Registration Number

c. eligible for registration with the CKC, or

d. if it belongs to a listed breed, it must have a Miscellaneous

Certification Number (MCN)

REFUSAL OF ENTRIES - SECTION 8.6.2

A Club may refuse any entry form from an exhibitor known to have tendered a dishonoured cheque or declined
credit card unless entries are accompanied by cash, money order or certified cheque.

DISQUALIFICATIONS —-SECTION 14.1.4

Once a dog has been disqualified for any reason at a conformation show, it may not be entered or shown at
another show until the dog has been reinstated by the CKC. All awards earned by the dog shown in violation of
this section will be cancelled by the CKC and the owner of the dog is subject to disciplinary action.




CONFORMATION - The following classes will be offered, (divided by sex)

REGULAR CLASSES:

Junior Puppy Class - Dogs six (6) months & under nine (9) months of age on the day of the show.
Senior Puppy Class — Dogs nine (9) months & under twelve (12) months on the day of the show.
12-18 Month Class — Dogs twelve (12) months & under eighteen (18) months on the day of the show.
Canadian Bred Class - Dogs born in Canada. Champions of any country excluded.

Bred by Exhibitor Class - Dogs owned and handled in the ring by the breeder. The handler must be
the owner/co-owner and breeder/co-breeder of the dog. The owner/breeder must handle the dog in this
class, but need not handle the dog for further awards. Should the owner/breeder be unable to handle the
dog in this class, the dog may be moved to the Open class (at least one hour prior to the judging of the
breed in question).

Open Class - All dogs. This class will be divided by colour.

Veterans Class — Dogs seven (7) years of age and over on the day of the show. The winners of each
class in each sex will compete for Best of Breed. Dogs entered in these classes may be spayed or
neutered. The Best Veteran in Breed winner will go on to Best Veteran in Group and Best Veteran in
Show.

Specials Only — Dogs that have a recorded CKC Registration or Event Registration (ERN) and have
attained the required points for championship status. All awards earned at the show will be cancelled if it
is found that a dog is not registered or has not completed the requirements for a CKC championship.
Dogs entered in this class will compete for Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex and Best Puppy if
eligible. After awarding Best of Breed, Best of Opposite Sex and Best of Winners the judge may choose
a Select Dog and Select Bitch.

UNOFFICIAL CLASSES

Baby Puppy Class - Dogs three (4) months & under six (6) months of age on the day of the show. Best
Baby Male, Best Baby Female, Best Baby Puppy in Breed, Group & Show.

Brace - At an all-breed or specialty show a club may, but is not required to, offer a Brace Class. This
class shall be for two (2) dogs of the same breed (not necessarily of the same sex). A Brace should be
judged as an identical pair — same colour, size, gait, and same stride. When viewed from the side they
should appear as one dog and its shadow. A brace must be handled by one (1) person on one (1) lead
Stud Dog & Get — A specialty club may, but is not required to, offer a Stud Dog and Get class. This
class shall be comprised of the stud dog and two (2) or more of his get. Ownership in this class need not
be identical. The stud dog may be neutered and must be entered in a regular class or in Exhibition Only.
Get must be entered in a Regular class.

Brood Bitch & Progeny- This class shall have the same requirements as the Stud Dog and Get class.
(The brood bitch may be spayed.)

Exhibition Only - Dogs entered in this class may not compete in any regular class but may enter and
compete in non-regular classes and/or Parades if provided for in the premium list.




OBEDIENCE CLASSES:

No dog may be entered in both Novice “A” and Novice “B”, Open “A” and Open “B” at the same trial. In determining class eligibility, if a dog shall
have won a particular title before being entered or moved up, the handler shall have been notified by at least 2 different judges that the dog has won 3
qualifying scores for the required title. (However, a dog may continue to be exhibited for 60 days in a class after winning a particular title.)Dogs
fulfilling the requirements for a title may be moved to the next level of competition if the schedule permits. The transfer must be on the appropriate
move-up form and submitted to the show secretary at least 15 minutes before the start of the class.

PRE-NOVICE - The Pre-Novice class is an elective class and earning the title is not a requirement to enter Novice classes. The Pre-Novice class
shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed which has not earned the title of P.C.D. Dogs in this class
may be handled by the owner or any other person. A person may enter more than one dog in this class. The same handler must handle each dog in
all 5 exercises unless he has 2 or more dogs entered. In such cases, he must have an additional handler for each extra dog when they are judged
together in the group exercise. Only dogs that have not earned the title of C.D. may enter the Pre-Novice class.

NOVICE A - The Novice A class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed which has not earned
the title of C.D. Only one dog per handler is allowed in this class, and that person must handle the dog in all exercises. The handler of any dog in this
class must be the owner, co-owner or a member of their immediate families. No person who has trained or exhibited a dog that earned a C.D.X. title
shall be allowed to handle a dog in this class.

NOVICE B - The Novice B class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed which has not earned
the title of C.D. Dogs in this class may be handled by the owner or any other person. The owner or any other person may handle a dog in this class.
A person may enter more than one dog in this class. The same handler must handle each dog in all 6 exercises unless he has 2 or more dogs entered.
In such cases, he must have an additional handler for each extra dog when they are judged together in the group exercises.

NOVICE C - The Novice C class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed that has earned the title
C.D. or any higher obedience titles. Dogs in this class may be handled by the owner or any other person. A person may enter more than one dog in
this class. The same handler must handle each dog in all 6 exercises unless he has 2 or more dogs entered. In such cases, he must have an additional
handler for each extra dog when they are judged together in the group exercises. Dogs may compete in Novice C indefinitely. Scores earned by dogs
in the Novice C class are not eligible for High In Trial and do not qualify a dog for any title. Dogs may be entered in the Novice C class in addition to
any other official or unofficial classes for which they are eligible.

NOVICE INTERMEDIATE - The Novice Intermediate class is an elective class and earning this title is not a requirement to enter the Open classes.
The Novice Intermediate class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed that has earned a C.D. or
any higher obedience trial titles. Dogs in this class may be handled by the owner or any other person. A person may enter more than one dog in this
class The same handler must handle the dog in all 6 exercises. Dogs may compete in the Novice Intermediate class indefinitely. Scores earned by
dogs competing in this class are not eligible for High in Trial. Dogs may be entered in the Novice Intermediate class in addition to any other official
or unofficial classes for which they are eligible.

OPEN HA - The Open HA class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed which has earned the title
of C.D. but has not earned the title of C.D.X. The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner, co-owner or member of their immediate
families. Only one dog per handler is allowed in this class, and that person must handle the dog in all exercises. Any person who has trained or
exhibited a dog that has earned a U.D. title may not handle a dog in this class. Group exercises in Open HA are out of site as before in the original
open classes.

Openl8A -The requirements are the same as Open HA and the same rules except the Long Sit is replaced with Change of Positions Exercises and the
Long Down is replaced with a Group Sit-Walk around.

OPEN HB - The Open HB class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed which has earned the title
of C.D. Dogs which have earned the title of C.D.X. or any higher titles may enter in the Open B class. A dog may also be entered in the Utility Class
in the same trial. Dogs in this class may be handled by the owner or any other person. A person may enter or handle more than one dog in this class.
The same handler must handle each dog in all 7 exercises unless he has 2 or more dogs entered. In such cases, he must have an additional handler for
each extra dog when they are judged together in the group exercises. Prior to the start of judging, the judge will choose which of the six numbered
routines is to be performed. This choice will not be disclosed to the exhibitors until it is posted at ring side at least 30 minutes before the start of the
class. In future assignments, judges are required to alternate the six routines so that each set will be used approximately the same number of times.
Group exercises in Open HB are out of site as before in the original open classes .

Open 18B — The requirements are the same as Open HB and the same rules apply except the addition of the new Change of Positions Exercises. As
described in the Open HA and Open 18A classes

UTILITY A - The Utility A class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed which has earned the
title of C.D.X. but has not earned the title of U.D. Any person who has trained or exhibited a dog that has earned a M.O.T.Ch. title may not handle
dogs in this class. The handler of any dog in this class must be the owner or member of their immediate families. Owners may enter more than one
dog in this class. The same person must handle the dog in all exercises.

UTILITY B - The Utility B class shall be for any dog of any recognized or listed breed, mixed breed or unrecognized breed which has earned the title
of C.D.X. or U.D. Dogs in this class may be handled by the owner or any other person. Owners may enter more than one dog in this class. The same
person must handle the dog in all exercises. Prior to the start of judging, the judge will choose which of the six numbered routines will be performed.
This choice will not be disclosed to exhibitors until it is posted at ring side at least 30 minutes before the start of the class. In future assignments,
judges are required to alternate the six routines so that each will be used approximately the same number of times.

Section 3.4.1 “Junior Handler with the exception of PeeWees, must apply to CKC Head Office on the
appropriate form for a Junior Handling Number within 30 days of competing in their first Junior Handling
event. This Junior Handling Number will be used by the Junior Handler for the duration of their Junior
Handling career. If a Junior Handling number is not obtained, Junior Handling points earned will not be
tracked. "The Application For Junior Handler Number is posted on the CKC website under the Events tab, and
then Under Event Forms, Exhibitor, or Event Supplies, Junior Handling.

Not Be Responsible For, Or Assume Any Liability In The Event Of Accident Or Misfortune To Either Dogs,
Exhibitors, Spectators Or Vendors.

4. Dogs Must Be On The Grounds 1-Hour Prior To The Judging Of Their Breed. The Owner Of A Dog Entered
In These Shows Is Entirely Responsible For Any Error In Entering The Dog

5. Exhibitors And Handlers Will Be Responsible For Their Dogs And Equipment Left At The Show Grounds.
6. Dogs To Be Exercised In Designated Areas Only, Not In Vicinity Of Rings

7. All Recreational Units Will Have Buckets Underneath For Their Sink Drains. Anyone Found Discharging
Water On The Grounds Will Be Removed By Order Of The Health Department, And May Be Subject To A
Fine.

15.1.2 The schedule to be employed in the determination of the number of points awarded Winners shall be as follows:

Dogs Competing™ 1 2 3-5 6-9 10-12 13+
Points Awarded 0 1 2 3 4 5

*Includes the dog awarded Winners

In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog that is disqualified, dismissed, excused or ordered from the ring by the judge shall not
be included in the calculation for championship points.

15.1.8 In addition to championship points allocated at the breed level, a dog awarded Best of Breed which also places in the regular Group
competition shall be credited with the following additional points provided that a dog was defeated at the Group level.

15.1.9 A dog may not be credited with more than five (5) championship points in a single show.
15.1.10 Permission shall be granted a club or clubs to hold shows in such a way that any dog may earn three (3)
sets of championship points on the same day, provided that one or more of those sets of points is
awarded at a specialty for that breed or group.

15.1.11 A dog awarded Winners that also places Best in Show at an all-breed conformation show shall be
credited with five (5) championship points inclusive of any points earned at the breed and group
level.

15.1.12 In order for a dog to be recognized as a champion and its owner provided with a championship
certificate, the dog must: (a) earn at least 10 championship points under at least three (3) different
judges; (b) be registered in the records of the CKC, have an Event Registration Number (ERN) or
have a Miscellaneous Certification Number (MCN); (c) have earned at least one 2-point win either
at the breed or group level.

15.1.13 The Board interprets the words “earn at least 10 championship points under 3 different judges” to mean:
(a) Three (3) or more Winners awards at not less than three (3) different shows, under three (3)
different judges at the breed level; (b) each of the three (3) judge’s awards must be one or more
championship points won at Winners, Best of Winners, Best of Breed or group placing; (c) all
points required for championship status may be earned at Winners, Best of Winners, Best of
Opposite Sex, Best of Breed or group placing.
