Mexican, International, De Las Americas and World Champions. Member of Mexican
Kennel Club since 1973, started with the Judge's exams in 1978, approved in 1989 in all
breeds, International Judge FCI.

Margaret is a retired Health Care administrator who has been involved with Irish Setters,
Cairn Terriers and Boxers for over 40 years. Her small kennel has produced many
Champions. Many of these have gained Specialty, Group and Best in Show wins as well as
Obedience titles. She began judging in 1993 and has been privileged to judge All-Breeds
and Specialty shows in Argentina, Australia, Brazil, Finland, Indonesia, Ireland, Korea,
Malaysia, Philippines, South Africa, Sweden, Thailand, as well as throughout Canada and
the USA.

Kelly Ladouceur
Canada

Kelly Ladouceur has been involved in dogs for almost 20 years. She is a breeder, owner
and handler of American Cocker Spaniels. Kelly and her dogs compete in conformation,
obedience, rally, nosework as well as doing therapy visits and trick training. Kelly is a
CKC rally obedience judge and an AKC scent work judge, as well as judging for other
organizations. She has earned numerous titles on her dogs in both Canada and the US.

Carl Liepmann
Michigan, USA

Carl Liepmann, of Flushing, Michigan, says his earliest recollection of a purebred dog is
about 1945 when the family got a Great Dane named Eric Von Stroheim lll. His first serious
dog ownership occurred in 1961 during his honeymoon with his wife, Jan, when they went
to Canton, Ohio, to pick up their German Shepherd at a training academy.

In 1962 he started his career with the Flint Fire Department, and also purchased a Golden
Retriever from Kyrie Kennels. This was the beginning of the Liepmann family love of
retrievers. In 1964, after the birth of daughter Lora, the Liepmanns founded The Flint
Retriever Club.

The next two decades were filled with dog activities, including his work as a professional
handler in conformation and obedience, and the opening of a boarding and training
kennel. In 1968 the Liepmanns bred their first litter of Labradors. They have produced
many champions and obedience titleholders, including the AKC Centennial BOB winner.
Mr. Liepmann judges all sporting, herding, and working breeds, Junior Showmanship, and
BIS.

Wilfried Peper (Dr.)
Germany

Dr. Wilfried Peper, born 1943 in Dortmund, studied law, economics and social science; and
he has a keen interest in genetics. Since 1976 he is breeding West Highland White Terriers,
since 1988 Norfolk Terriers and, since 2010, Skye Terriers under the "PEPPERMINT" prefix.
More than 12 homebred FClI World Winners from subsequent generations are on his
record, among them Ch. Peppermint Florence, the first Westie to win the Terrier Group at
an FClI World Winner Show, and Ch. Peppermint Drum Major, the first Westie to win the
title twice. Out of the 4 Norfolk FCI World Winners, Ch. Peppermint Flying Cracker was
the first and only Norfolk to win Best in Show at the prestigious KFT-Club Winner Show.
Dr. Peper is the Honorary President of the German Terrier Club (KFT von 1894) which is in
charge of 29 Terrier breeds. From 1985 till 1990 he served as President of the German
Kennel Club (VDH); in 2006 he was appointed Honorary Senator of the VDH.

Dr. Peper is the author of several books on Terrier breeds (West Highland White, Cairn,
Norfolk, Norwich, Airedale, American Staffordshire and Staffordshire Bull Terriers) and the
co-author of Pareyl’s Book of the Dog.

Since 1992 he is a specialist judge for Terrier breeds, since March 2002 an FCI All Breeds
Judge (All-rounder), and, actually, a specialist judge for more than 60 FCl-breeds.

Traveling worldwide to shows to fulfill judging assignments at least every
three weekends out of four, Rafael still finds the time to work in his capacity as the
President of Imagen Optima, an Advertising and Public Relations agency in San Juan.
Rafael is also President of the Federacion Candfila de Puerto Rico (Kennel Club of Puerto

Exhibitors will now have options within the Open A and B classes and still achieve the same titles.

The Open A Class and the Open B Class will each have 2 options. Exhibitors must indicate on the entry form
which option they choose when they complete their entry form.

In Open A, exhibitors can choose between entering into Open HA (which remain as in the existing rules as Open

A), or Open 18A (which also follows the existing rules except that the Long Sit is replaced with Change of
Positions Exercises, and the Long Down is replaced with a Group Sit-Walk around.)

In Open B, the exhibitor can choose between entering into Option HB (which remain as in the existing rules as
Open B), or Option 18B (which adds in the new Change of Position Exercises).

Chapter 8 Entries and End of Show Section

8.2.5 An error in an age specified class, date of birth or sex may be
amended on the entry form up to one hour before the start of the show.
Section 8.3.1 Entries: Every dog entered in a Championship show must be
one of the following:

a) registered with the CKC,

b) have an Event Registration Number,

c) be eligible for registration with the CKC, or

d) if it belongs to a listed breed, it must have a Miscellaneous Certification
Number (MCN).

Section 8.4.1 Listed Dogs: If a dog is not registered as in 8.3.1 (a) or (b) but
is eligible for registration with the CKC, it may be entered at a show as a
listed dog provided:

b) that if born in Canada, it is eligible for individual registration;

c) that if not born in Canada, is eligible for registration in the records of the
CKC.

d) that if it is a foreign born and owned dog, an Event Registration Number
or CKC registration number is obtain from the CKC within 30 days of the
first show entered.

Section 8 4.2 Entry of a listed dog at a show must be accompanied by a
listing fee as set by the Board in addition to the regular entry fee.

Section 8.5.1 Acceptance of Entries: If indicated in the premium list, an
electronically transmitted entry may be accepted provided the entry is
accompanied by a credit card charge authorization.

Section 8.5.3 No entry shall be accepted from or on behalf of any person
who is officially known to be expelled, deprived of privileges, debarred or
suspended by the CKC or any other registering body for pure bred dogs.
Section 8.5.4 After entries close, no further entries may be accepted,
cancelled or substituted other than as otherwise stated in this section or
as provided for in case of a postal strike.

Section 8.6.1 Refusal of Entries: The authorities of any show may:

a) decline to accept entries for just cause, and/or

b) refuse to receive or may remove any dog from the show building on
account of disease or viciousness.

c) in the case of non-acceptance, refund the fee with the reason for non-
acceptance.

Section 8.8.2 Fees: Tendering of a dishonoured cheque or declined credit
card in payment of an entry fee shall be considered non-payment of said
fee and is an offense punishable by disciplinary action and cancellation of
awards.

Section 8.9.1 Moving a Dog to Specials: A dog which is individually
registered in the records of the CKC or that has a Miscellaneous
Certification Number (MCN) and has completed the requirements for a
Championship in accordance with these rules but at the time of the closing
of entries for a show has not received confirmation of the title, may be
transferred from one of the regular classes to Specials Only providing the
transfer is submitted to the Show Secretary in writing by the owner or
handler at least one hour prior to the opening of the show.

Section 8.9.2 If it is established that a dog transferred to Specials Only has
not completed the Championship requirements, all awards will be
canceled and all ribbons and prizes won shall be forfeited. The owner may
also be subject to disciplinary action.

Section 8.9.3 When one or more All-Breed and/or Specialty Shows are
held on the same day, in the same venue, the moving of class dogs to
Specials must be made prior to the scheduled opening of the first show.
Chapter 4 Judges Section 4.1.3 A judge officiating at a show held under
these rules shall not be subjected to indignities of any kind during the
progress of the show. It shall be the duty and obligation of the club holding
the show to see that this rule is effectively carried out.

Section 4.1.6 No person may approach a judge either directly or
otherwise, orally or in writing, to favor his entry. Disciplinary action will be
taken against any person who violates this rule or against a judge who fails
to report any contravention of this rule to the CKC within 14 days of the
act.

Chapter 14 Disqualifying or Excusing Dogs

Section 14.1.4 Once a dog has been disqualified for any reason at a
conformation show, it may not be entered or shown at another show until
the dog has been reinstated by the CKC. All awards earned by a dog shown
in violation of this section will be cancelled by the CKC and the owner of
the dog is subject to disciplinary action. Note: for information on
reinstatement, see Chapter 14 Section 14.3 of the Dog Show Rules.

Championship Points and Cancellations

Section 15.1.1 A dog awarded Winners at a conformation show shall be
credited with a number of championship points (ranging from 0 to 5) and the
number of championship points credited to a dog awarded Winners shall be as
provided hereunder.

Section 15.1.2 The schedule to be employed in the determination of the
number of points awarded Winners shall be as follows:

Dogs competing* 1 2 3-5 |69 | 10- 13&
12 more
Points allocated 0 1 2 3 4 5

*Includes the dog awarded Winners.
In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog that is
disqualified, dismissed, excused or ordered from the ring by the judge shall
NOT be included in the calculation for championship points.
Section 15.1.3 If a Dog awarded Winners was also awarded Best of Breed then
at the show all dogs competing in the breed, including Specials Only, shall be
included the total.
Section 15.1.4 If a Dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of Opposite Sex
to Best of Breed, then all dogs of the same sex including those competing for
Specials Only shall be included in the total.
Section 15.1.5 If a Dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of Winners, then
all dogs defeated directly or indirectly in the breed shall be included in the
total.
Section 15.1.6 If a dog is awarded Winners only, then all the dogs of the same
sex in the class competition shall be included in the total.
Section 15.1.7 The number of championship points to be credited to a dog
awarded Winners shall be determined by the highest award earned and
calculated as per this section.
Clarification: Example of directly or indirectly defeating: If the Winners Bitch is
awarded Best of Opposite Sex but not Best of Winners, the Best of Winners
Male shall be deemed to have indirectly defeated the Specials Bitches, and is
thus entitled to add them to the number of dogs and bitches defeated.
Section 15.1.8 In addition to championship points allocated at the breed level,
a dog awarded Winners which also places in the regular Group competition
shall be credited with the following additional points provided that the dog was
defeated at the Group level.

Section 15.1.9 A dog may not be credited with more than 5 championship
points in a single show:
Section 15.1.10 A breed or class shall not be allowed more than 2 sets of
championship points per sex on any day in the same venue.
Section 15.1.11 A dog awarded Winners which also places Best in Show at an
all-breed conformation show shall be credited with 5 championship points
inclusive of any points earned at the breed and group level.
Section 15.1.12 In order for a dog to be recognized as a Champion and its
owner provided with a Championship certificate, the dog must:
(@) earn at least 10 championship points under at least 3
and,
(b) be individually registered in the records of the CKC or have an Event
Registration Number.
(c) have earned at least one 2 point win either at the breed
or group level.

Section 19.7 It shall be the duty and obligation of the show-giving club to see
that a judge, club official, volunteer, or any participant at an event held under
these rules is not subject to indignities. The Conformation Show Committee
Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this regulation, and
the CKC shall have the authority to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of
a report indicating that this has occurred
